Towns County was formerl out
of Union and Rabun Counties in
1856, and was named in honor
of G.W. Towns, who represent-
ed Georgia in Congress in 1834,
and was governor from 1847 to
1849. The town of Hiawassee
was also organized in 1856. The
legal business of the County was
under the Jurisdiction of Judges
of Inferior Court for sev-
eral years. When Circuit Courts
were established Ex-Governor,
Joseph E. Brown, was one of
the first Judges to hold court
here.

Food And Grain Crops Will Make
Agricultural South Independent,
Says H. G. Hastings

Atlanta, Ga.—(Special.)—The cred-
it system under which the agricultu-
ral south works and stays poor is an-
alyzed in a striking way by H. G.
Hastings of Atlanta, chairman of the
agricultural committee of the Cham-
ber of Commerce, and a member of
the executive council of the South-
eastern Fair. He does not mince
words in talking about the situation.

“Every season during the last fifty
years,” he says, “there has been {rou-
ble in the cotton belt whenever the
crop was large and the price low, or
the crop short. Each time the cry of
hard times goes up, and the reason
back of it is that the farmers cannof
get enough money to pay their debts
out of their so-called cash crop—cot-
ton. It is disheartening because it is
so absolutely unnecessary.

«A cotton farmer’s debts are large-
ly for food and grain, chm'g'ed up
against him on the merchants’ books
at two to three times the price that
those same items could be pro_duce(l
on his own acres, and usually without
serious interference with a crop of cot-
ton as large as he now malkes.

“Phe trouble is that most cotton
farmers owe their crop instead of
owning it when made. )
