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Will Brown Hanged

On Frinay Jan, 28th, 1916, Will
Brown paid the death penalty at
Clayton, Ga.. for shooting and
killing another negroby the name
of Will Sweet, at Lakemont, Ga.,
on April 30th 1915.

This killing was done at a
negro frolic, and it developed at
the trial that the negroes were
all drunk. Brown claimed that
he did the killing in self defense
and many of the people here who
believed Brown’s story, do not
believe that he was quilty of wil-
ful murder and some of our best
lawyers and many of our best
citizens volunteered their service
to try to save his neck, but with
no avail, as this is & special
-period of time just now to see
that the laws ave enforced. And
the law said to hang him, though
ten of the jurors, the Selicitor
General, the trial Judge and a
Jarge number of our citizens ask-

-ed for a commutation to life sen-
tence, but the Prison Commission
and Governor said no, We have
heard a number of good ecitizens
say since this hanging that they
were opposed to capital punish-
menf, and ‘that tne man with
wealth, ___i_"):iends and influence

could get cominutation, clemency
and a pardon but the poor fellow
withcut mcnayv and friends
would have fo abide by the
strong arm of the law. The
time is coming when civilized
nations will not resort to capital
punishment and when we reach
that period of civilization people
will know what they may expect
from the law, which will help to
do away with mob violence and
lynchings. Like “all transition
periods, a civilization brought
about by Christian education is
the only thing that will do away
with capital punishment, mob
violence and lynchings.

The colored Methodist preacher
held services in the jail Thursday
and Brown joined the Methodist
chureh and was haptised. He
claimed until the end that he did
the killing in self defense, He
did not make any talk at the
gallows, but said that he was
ready to die,

derly and commendable way. The
Sheriff and Deputy with doctors
and special guards were the only
ones allowed in the inclosure.
